VISIT TO READING ABBEY

Thursday 28 June. Reading Abbey was established by Henry | in 1125 and he was
buried there in 1136. The church was also intended as a pilgrimage church and
was given a hand of St James (1) by the founder. However, it fell foul of
Henry VIII and subsequently failed to survive the Civil War. Some of it is now
under Reading gaol — forever linked with Oscar Wilde. The vast ruins still give a
sense of magnificence and have now been consolidated. The interesting museum
contains the only copy of the Bayeux Tapestry, made with great attention to detail
in the 19™ century. There are also important links with Quenington church. A
minibus will be arranged and we have been given permission to park by the church
of St James, Pugin’s first essay in medieval architecture. He reset several of the
remains of the Abbey in the building. Further details of this fascinating day out
will follow next month.
